Clerkship Outcomes/Evaluation

The Clerkship would benefit from a longer duration. (It is only 4 weeks long while many other medical schools provide a longer clerkship experience.)

Students have been overwhelmingly positive about the weekly case conference in the clerkship.  Many comments noted that the first year course in Psychiatry and Behavioral Science would have prepared them for the clerkship but they had forgotten a lot of the material.

Identify major successes and challenges still to be overcome.

I believe the Clerkship is successful in providing a rich exposure to diverse psychiatric patient problems in a condensed amount of time.  The challenges that remain include:  1)closer tie-in with first-year course 2) increase exposure to ambulatory care 3) consider more uniform exposure to kinds of patient encounters

4) develop a plan to use standardized patients, perhaps in evaluation process
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
