SUBJECT: Requirements for Staff Exposed to Laboratory Animals

If you are exposed to animals either directly or indirectly, their bedding, waste products, fresh
animal tissues or equipment involved in animal use and care, Johns Hopkins requires the
following to reduce your health risks associated with animal exposures:

Medical:

o All faculty, staff, postdoctoral fellows, students and contractors who work with or
are exposed to animals and/or their body fluids, fresh tissues, bedding or caging
must be enrolled in the Animal Exposure Surveillance Program (AESP), managed
by the Occupational Health Services, 98 N. Broadway, 4" floor. This program
allows Johns Hopkins to:

a) offer you appropriate protection from diseases associated with animal
use and care,

b) review your current health status and

c) monitor your health during employment.

o Vaccinations/testing are performed free of charge by the Occupational Health
Services for the following:

a) Vaccinia vaccination for individuals exposed to non-highly attenuated
orthopoxviruses that infect humans including cowpox, vaccinia and
vaccinia subspecies (unless medically contraindicated).
