The English Language Institute prepares students for entry into college academic and training programs. Courses are also available to help prepare non-native speakers of English to take the Test of English as a Foreign Language (TOEFL). Citizenship Preparation is a language and civics program for students seeking naturalization. Some classes are offered in a hybrid online format.
The Basic English Language Skills Program serves students who are Maryland residents with very limited English language and literacy skills. Courses provide instruction and practice in conversation, grammar, listening, reading, and writing in the context of life skills. Classes meet during the day and in the evening in various locations in the Baltimore area. All classes in this program are free.
