Every employee who works with patients needs to attend a yearly competency training starting this year.  Based on your birth month you are asked to choose between one of the following dates to attend an annual competency training which will cover the hands-on part.  The class will last 4 hours, 8:30 am – 12:30 pm, at the IntraStaff office.  This is a mandatory training.  Anybody not attending one of the offered classes will not be permitted to continue work.
