This northern suburban 
Baltimore location features 
250 Hopkins clinicians or 
Hopkins-affiliated physicians 
providing virtually all clinical 
services. The center handles 
more than 350,000 patient 
visits annually. 
Johns Hopkins at White Marsh

Located in the suburbs north-
east of Baltimore, the center 
handles a patient volume of 
more than 140,000 annually. 
Community and Hopkins-
affiliated physicians provides 
such services as outpatient 
surgery, cardiology, radiology, 
orthopedics/rehabilitation, 
Gyn/Ob and Wilmer Optical. 

Johns Hopkins at Odenton

Serving the Baltimore/
Washington corridor, the 
center accommodates 64,000 
patient visits annually. 
Hopkins physicians provide 
services such as internal 
medicine, family practice, 
Ob/Gyn pediatrics, cardiol-
ogy, gastroenterology, and 
ophthalmology.

The practice provides pri-

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A Few Community Initiatives

Urban Health Institute
Johns Hopkins established 
the Urban Health Institute 
in 2000 to better understand 
and meet the needs of the East 
Baltimore community. The 
institute draws together faculty 
and staff, community leaders, 
elected officials, clergy and res-
idents to focus on such issues 
as disparity-free access to care, 
youth violence, chronic diseas-
es systemic to the community 
and research partnerships.    

East Baltimore  
Medical Center
The EBMC staff of physicians, 
nurses, medical assistants, 
social workers and health 
educators have tradition-
ally served East Baltimore 
residents with such services as 
internal medicine, pediatrics, 
Gyn/Ob, after-hours and 
walk-in urgent care, counsel-
ing and diagnostic tests. The 
center handles 87,323 patient 
visits annually.

Community Care-A-Van
Johns Hopkins Bayview 
Medical Center sponsors a free, 
mobile medical unit staffed by 
hospital health care profession-
als. Services, which are targeted 
at uninsured children and 
their families, especially in the 
growing Hispanic community, 
include primary medical care, 
immunizations, acute care, 
physicals and education on vari-
ous health-related topics. Free 
testing for syphilis and HIV 
also is offered, as well as refer-
rals for the Women, Infants and 
Children (WIC) program.
