ÁMajor organs of renal system

ÁWeight of adult kidney 120-160 gm.

ÁRemove end products of metabolism  

from the blood

ÁRegulates vascular and extra- vascular volume

ÁRegulates electrolyte balance

ÁRegulates acid-base balance



The Kidneys

ÅRegulates blood pressure through production of 

renin

ÅRegulates bone marrow production of RBCõs by 

secreting erythropoietin

ÅSynthesizes vitamin D to its active form

ÅSecretes various hormones to help regulate renal 

blood flow
