The Program:

[bookmark: _Hlk155957814][bookmark: _Hlk155968712]The 2026-2027 (MSTAR) Goldman Scholar Program at Johns Hopkins University, School of Medicine, has been created to provide a former MSTAR medical student with the opportunity to continue their participation in aging-related research, while receiving mentorship from top experts in the field. This program has been designed to be a continuation of the students’ previous MSTAR experience in aging research.  

[bookmark: _Hlk149295010]The recipient will participate in 4 weeks of structured research. The 4-week research block can be completed at any time between June 2026 and May 2027. The Johns Hopkins program directors will work closely with the accepted student on their aging-related research project and assist in identifying an appropriate mentor at JHU if the student does not already have one.

Program Structure:

The 2026-2027 (MSTAR) Goldman Scholar Program provides a stipend of $4,500 in support to offset the cost of travel and lodging to allow a former Johns Hopkins MSTAR student to return to Johns Hopkins for 4 weeks to participate in in-person aging research. Students who elect to participate in the scholarship program at Johns Hopkins University School of Medicine will not receive additional funds for travel and housing.  

The program will cover the $500 JHU registration fee for students. This may be with the same or with a different mentor from the student’s original MSTAR project and may occur any time prior to medical school graduation.

Only one scholar will be awarded per academic year. Students may be awarded only one Goldman Scholarship maximum.

Students are committed to completing the required 4 weeks on the campus of Johns Hopkins University School of Medicine.

Applicants will be notified of the results by March of each year, prior to the academic year for which the research will be performed.

  
Eligibility:

Any former MSTAR student currently enrolled in medical school and in good academic standing.  Evidence of enrollment and good standing must be provided by the medical school registrar or dean when the student is notified of receiving the award.

Application Procedures:

The application deadline is February 10, 2026, at 11:59 PM EST.  

The application must be completed by the student applying for the scholarship.
