Pre-Operative Instructions

Please read over the entire sheet. There are important instructions to follow prior to your child’s surgery with Pediatric Surgery at All Children’s Hospital. For questions please contact our surgery scheduler.

· If your child is being admitted the day prior to surgery you will need to call the Admission department the morning of your admit to confirm a bed is available for the patient. They can be reached at 727-767-4161.

· The Pre-Admission Testing department at All Children’s Hospital will call you the day prior to surgery to give you a finalized surgery time and go over detailed pre-operative instructions (medication, anesthesia, feeding/drinking, etc.). If you have not received a call by 4:30pm the day prior to surgery please call their department at 727-767-8431.
· The procedure will take place at All Children’s Hospital, 501 6th Ave South, St. Petersburg, 33701. You may park for free in the ACH parking garage next to the Outpatient Care Center. There is a bridge that connects the 2nd floor of the parking garage to the Outpatient Care Center (our main office location) and subsequently to the 2nd floor of All Children’s Hospital. Continue across this bridge to All Children’s Hospital. You will pass the “Doggie Door” landmark on your right when you enter the hospital. The first lobby/door on your left side is the Surgical Pre-Registration area where you will sign-in and begin your day with our surgery staff. Sign in and they will call you back shortly to the Pre-Op Unit.
· If your child has a Pre-Admission Testing Appointment scheduled prior to your surgery date you will need to arrive at All Children’s Hospital at the time/date noted above. All P.A.T. Appointments take place in the Pre-Operative Unit on the 2nd floor of the hospital. You will need to sign in at the Pre-Registration station on the 2nd floor. They will call you back to the Pre-Op Unit.

The following are basic guidelines, which must be followed:

· Two weeks prior to surgery your child cannot take any anti-inflammatory medication (Motrin, Advil, Aspirin, Ibuprofen, Aleve, etc.). Your child can take Tylenol. Please make sure you discuss any medications your child may be taking with the surgeon or nurse practitioner before the surgery.

· Two weeks prior to surgery your child cannot take specific antibiotics. Please make sure you discuss this with the physician or nurse practitioner to rule these out.

· Please notify us if your child has had pneumonia, RSV, or MRSA in the last 6 months.
· Your child cannot be immunized within 2 weeks prior to surgery. If you have any vaccinations scheduled please call us to reschedule your surgery date. 
· If your child is sick or you need to cancel your surgery you must call our office at 727-767-8879 prior to your surgery date.  If you do not call the physician’s office your surgery will not be canceled and you will be considered a NO SHOW.

Basic guidelines for feeding the day of surgery:

	Age
	Last time to drink formula or eat solid foods
	Last time to drink CLEAR LIQUIDS (Jell-O, popsicle, Pedialyte, apple juice, soda)

	1 day- 2yrs
	8 hours before scheduled surgery
Breastmilk may be given 4 hours prior to surgery
	3 hours before scheduled surgery

	Over 2 years
	Midnight
	3 hours before scheduled surgery


If your child gets sick please call our surgery scheduler, Bianca at 727-767-8879 at least two days prior to surgery. This includes: cough, cold, runny/stuffy nose, vomiting, diarrhea, diaper rash, or any other illness.

Custodial Consent: Please note that it is the legal guardian/parent’s responsibility to provide any custodial paperwork needed prior to surgery. If appropriate consent has not been obtained prior to the surgery date we will have to reschedule the surgery.

If the child sees any specialists: Please make sure we have an updated list of all specialists the child sees so that clearance may be obtained prior to their surgery date. Specialists of note include: cardiology, pulmonology, neurology/surgery, hematology/oncology, nephrology, etc…

It is the parent/legal guardian’s responsibility to make sure we have updated insurance coverage and contact information on each patient. Please call us if there is any change in the insurance or phone number to reach the patient.

Your insurance will be run prior to surgery to check benefits, deductibles, co-insurance, out-of-pockets and to initiate an authorization. Please call our Financial Clearance Department with any questions you may have about your insurance/coverage at 727-767-3030. A surgery deposit may be due prior to surgery based on your current insurance benefits. Please call our Patient Estimates department, with any questions you might have about your insurance/coverage at 727-767-7016.

If your child is staying overnight: Two parents can stay with the child in the room. Parents from out-of-town may be able to stay in the Ronald McDonald House on the All Children’s Campus. You can call 727-767-7694 for more information and room requests.
